Unpacking and checking

Thel-35 amplifier has been packed in a box that has be@ecialy
designed for it. Do not throw away this box asiit be needed for re-packing
the unit when it has to be returned to the factory maintenance or
upgrading. Please note that the warranty will besatered as cancelled if the
unit has been dispatched incorrectly packed.

The boxes should contain: The modulel-85 integrated amplifier,
its tubes, the mains power cable and one 6-sigadrer which is used to

remove the covers of the units to allow thées to be changed
when necessary.

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On the front side of the integrated, you willdin
- The power switch ON/OFF.

- The Power led is green when the unit is turned on

- The volume control, it adjusts the sound amggtu

- The balance control. When you turn it, the soisohoving
from the left to the right channel.

- Source selector: Choose the source input.

On the back side of the amplifier, you will find:

- The RCA inputs:

- Two outputs connectors for each channel (left agght) to

speaker.
- The fuse (4A).
- The mains connectors.



Installation instructions

Read this carefully.

Optimum listening quality is obtained when the daling
recommendations have been observed step by step.

1 - Eachl-35 intgrated amplifier unit is packed with its owrstied
tubes. Place the tubes: be careful do not mixheptitbes and place them
immediately on to their corresponding place adgceteéd in the « Tube
position » .

2 - Place your Jadis amplifier on a flat, solidface. Avoid placing
the units directly on a carpet or on inflammablatenal. Avoid placing
objects on top of the amplifier to ensure adequattilation.

3 - Because your Jadis is a tube amplifier, gtevan open space to
allow a correct evacuation of heddo not try to cool your Jadis
amplifier with afan or exposeit to air currents. sudden cooling can
create microcracks on the tubes. Do not move youplifier when the
tubes are hot.

4 - To ensure long term reliability the ON/OFF movswitch must
be operated with a quick firm movement. Always thle2 ON/OFF Switch.
Never unplug the mains cord to turn off the uliit is necessary to change
a cable or to modify a connection, make sure tmpliier have been
switched off for at least five minutes before meding.



Tubes position
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First of all, remove the grid which protects thbds sockets (be sure
the mains connector is unplugged).

Attention: For mounting the tubes, do not force them, thisy ma
damage the sockets. Be careful at dressing pavioest(A, B, C and D)
because they have stop pins on the central pftti® onounting base.

Mount first the regulator tubes ( 1, 2, 3, 4 &)dthen mount the
power tubes. The tubes placement is shown abtheftthis page.

Replace the grid and never remove it when the liiempis
connected to the mains voltage, whether it is inghor not.



How to match your amplifier to your

loudspeakers

In order to get the best performance from yourisJachplifier, it is

2- Verify that the volume control is set to nmmm.

3- Connect the loudspeaker wires to the red dakbterminals
output at the back of the amplifier.

4 - Connect the interconnect cables between theces and the
integrated amplifier input RCA connectors.

5 - Connect the mains cord of your amplifier whis detachable to
facilitate safer and easier moving of the unitways use the power cord
supplied or one of equivalent electrical ratingsdrt the power cord into
its socket on the unit before plugging the othet ® the mains network.

6 - Turn on the amplifier by setting the poweitstwvto on.

7 - To change the source, be sure the volumet sninimum before
turn the source selector.

However, its
optimum sound quality will be reached only whée amplifier reaches
its ideal temperature (after about 1/2 hour ofrapen).

Turn off your amplifier when you don't listen tbfor a long time
(exemple: during the night).
